Antiquity field staff must be capable of occasionally
lifting 50 pounds and must be able to carry necessary field equipment and personal supplies for
extended periods, such as: water necessary for entire workday, food necessary for entire workday,
personal protective gear, first aid supplies, and equipment needed for work tasks such as hand
tools and sifting screens.
